








Equipment Maintenance

Another problem throughout the year has been maintenance of the audio
turntables. Three of the eight turntables are totally inoperative, and
the others are unsatisfactory in performance. It is hoped that at least
four turntables can be salvaged and the earphone sets replaced so that
the listening unit may remain usable until the conversion »f the record
collection to cassette tape is completed.

Library Faculty Crmmittee

materials from Harrassowitz [monthly) and Thendore Front (veekly) are
routed to members of the committee for review. TInput on maberials selection
is solicited from meny other faculty members as well.

Acguisition Profile

Statistics have been kept on a2 monthly basis concerning the source,
clasgification, and cost of materials received. This profile will be
analyzed at the end of this fiscal year to determine whether some kind
of blanket order plan for currently published scores and foreign books
wight be in order. This is an attempt to formulate mid-range plans for
systematic growth of the collection.
