During winter
quarter she prepared a collection development project on Debussy which will
be useful to us. (Karen Gerdetz did one on jazz in the seventies and Philip
Vandermeer did one on Bartok.)

A number of our student library assistants have completed their degree
programs and will be leaving: Karen Gerdetz, with one year of service;

Sheryl Moran, with two years; Linda Trotter, with four years; Teri McClellan,
with five years, may be working a very reduced schedule as she begins her MSLS.
Their loyalty, hard work, and contributions to the service of this branch
library have been very important over the years.

One of the faculty offices at the back of the library became available
on a temporary (1 yvear) basis. The librarian was able to move into this
separate office in July. This move will allow the main office space to
be more appropriately used as general work space and will permit easier
and more private consultations with faculty and library staff. This
arrangement offers the best staff space the Music Library has ever had;
efficiency and morale do seem to have improved because of it,

. The primary summer project which is currently in progress, consists of

a complete inventory, physical count, and measurement of the collection.
At this date, the measurement has been completed and summarized: the
inventory and count of all scores is finished. Boocks and non-print items
remain to be done as well as all changes in records.

TO THE FUTURE

Lack of experienced student staff will be our biggest problem in the
coming year. Training and supervision will require much more of Dana's
time, therefore, processing of new materials and cards may fall behind.

We will be reviewing the use of the new song indexes, evaluating their
format, and collecting data on additions to the collections for the
first annual up-date.

The two greatest concerns for the Music Library will continue to be
shrinking dollars for acquisitions and shrinking space for people and
materials. Planning and documentation will center on these twe problem
areas. Computerization and microformat for more efficient control of
the collection and better utilization of space are the main areas of
new interest.

A new project to be investigated next year is an index for the Music
Library reference collection.
