


edition of the record index will encompass a major expansion due
to the addition of non-vocal jazz recordings which present title
access problems.

3) TFour new bibliographies were produced for music education materials
relating to the methods of Orff, Kodaly, Dalcroze, and Suzuki.

4) A proposal for the format of a series of Library Guides was
made, and five such guides to musical topics (drafts awaiting
approval) were prepared.

Reference assistance, library instruction, and training of student
assistants continues in much the same pattern as in previous years. The
opportunity to hire many graduate students and many music majors has
increased over the years and has resulted in better service to our users.
In 1980-81 we expect still further improvement since full-time staff
members will be available from 8 a.m. until 9 p.m. each week day and for
all of our Sunday hours.

TECHNICAL SERVICES

A complete inventory of all materials in the Music Library was
conducted from August 1 through September 15, 1979. Loss rates were found
to be minimal (221 volumes 1977-79), but many record-keeping problems,
further searching, withdrawal and replacement activities were required as
follow-up activities. A shelf space study was also done at that time
indicating an aggregate capacity for growth of 12,312 volumes or 7.8 years
with a range of 3.4 years to 9.6 years depending on the material format
and assuming the present configuration of shelving. Space predictions
rest on the use of all available space and make no accomodation for the
resultant shelving and shifting problems.

The addition of a new Pioneer cassette deck with a cue function has
decreased the amount of time required for indexing cassettes by almost
half. One college work-study student, a music graduate student, has worked
twenty hours per week on indexing and processing cassettes and has been
able to keep up with the flow of new materials,

The only unusual change in catalog card flow this year has been an
increase in authority cards, which is a library-wide phenomenon, The
addition of a 30-drawer catalog unit has engbled us to place the shelf-
list in permanent catalog files and to expand the public catalog. The
average fill of a catalog drawer is now 10,5 inches.

PHYSICAL FACILITIES

This year, on a temporary basis, room 301~-B was made available as an
office for the librarian. It was also used as work space for cassette
indexing and as night storage for headsets. It will be available permanently
as of September 1, 1980.



The addition of two new microfiche readers for use of the song
indexes, the Serials Holdings List, and other fiche materials was very
welcome and should enhance user acceptance of the microfiche format.

The Music and Music Education faculty reiterated their need for a
branch library, the close tie of library materials to the instructional
program, and their willingness to work to find answers to the problems of
space at an open hearing of the Faculty Senate Library Committee considering
long-range plans for the Library. The Music Librarian will continue to
work with the faculty and administration of these departments to bring
about alternative plans,
